
Description:  
twelve rings of polished stainless steel each stand on an axis radiating from vertical to an approximate 

45 degree angle.  The rings are from 6 to 1 foot in width and range from 25 to 8 feet in diameter.  Their 
depth would be determined by plumbing requirements.  A minimum of six inches is assumed.  Each 

of the twelve rings decrease in diameter by 2 foot intervals (*1) with the exception of the center ring 
which is 25 feet. These rings stand at a level of 12 inches o� the ground.  They are supported by 

internal pipes. The pipes will be a water conduction system creating multiple water sprays within 
each ring, 64 is assumed and directed toward the center.  A timer will control the spray of water 

within each ring.  For illustrative purposes say rings 2, 4, 6, and 10 spray for 2 minutes.  As 
they shut down rings 1, 3, 5, 7 and 12 are activated to spray in succession.  The sprays 

of water are never completely cut o�.  There is always a connection by water 
between the rings.  The spray pattern includes all other numbers in erratic 

progression repeating themselves in say sets of 6 so as not to be able to 
readily establish the spray pattern.  This adds an element of anticipation, 

contemplation and surprise to the event and perception of The Rings of Re-
membrance.   

Surrounding the assembly of rings is a pool of water 12 inches deep.  The shape of the pool is 
an extended ellipse.  This serves as a collection pool for the water from the spray of the rings.  
The rings are elevated on their plumbing to just meet the 12” deep pool.  This will give the 
appearance of rings �oating on the water.  Their varying angles create the illusion of a whirl-
wind which would catch and lift the rings toward Heaven with the names of the Heroes and 
the prayers of their families.    The Memorial is bounded by a polished granite wall 22” high, 
measured from the ground on the outer side of the wall.  This outer ellipse will serve as a seat 
for contemplation and meditation.  On the top of this wall/bench will be written messages from 
loved ones to the Fallen Heroes.  These messages can be read for many decades to come serv-
ing as a re�ection of the times.  The top of the bench is 6’ wide.  The inner side of the ellipse is 
3’ deep.   Water from the 18”deep pool (moat) which surrounds The Memorial is collected from 

the water falling over an endless edge of the pool which surrounds the Memorial.  The rings are 
assembled on a platform (a pool) which creates a 6’ waterfall at its edge.

Water will be caught in a lower level moat which surrounds the center ellipse.  The moat is 12 feet 
wide.  The diameter of the surrounding granite wall ring will be determined by the placement of the 

steel rings, their proximity to each other and their slope which must also be calculated by the engineer 
who devises the plumbing for the recirculation of the water used in the memorial.  The assumption is 

that most of the design can be determined mathematically to insure the most pleasing arrangement and 
positioning.
