Remembrance:

There are several possibilities for the recording of the names of those who have given
their lives in the Afghanistan-Iraq War. All names of soldiers who have fought in the
war can be recorded on the outer surface of the rings. The largest central

ring would record the names of those killed in the war and events relating to the war.
The names could be organized by alphabetical order, by bases, by date of birth, etc.
and inscribed accordingly on each of the twelve rings. Organization is a matter of
decision making by a larger body, as it is quite sensitive.

Expansion of Concept:

Because the Rings of Remembrance have a timeless quality it is possible to include
the name of any fallen hero from any war.

As a Time Chronicle:

The Rings of Remembrance can also represent another level of meaning. The
concept of time is common to all cultures and all ages. Man has always attempted
to record and organize time. The earliest calendars recorded time by the use of
celestial bodies, the sun being the primary element of record. Through all time the
calendars which involve the sun are those with which the world is most familiar:
Stonehenge, Chankillo in Peru, The Great Pyramid of Egypt, Caligny (Celtic) and
Newgrange, Ireland.

The Rings of Remembrance could be built by orientation to the sun and become

a celestial calendar uniting all the peoples of the world—their histories and their
beliefs. It would also connect our Fallen Heroes to all time past, present and future.
Also, if aligned properly, the names of the fallen could be carried to the heavens
with the first rays of the rising sun.
